How to Garden for Wildlife
from the National Wildlife Federation

§ Grow plants that
provide wildlife with
a natural food
source such as
nuts, berries or nec-
tar, or offer supple-
mental feeders.

§ Provide water for
wildlife with a bird-
bath, small pond or
shallow dish.

§ Offer protective cover for wildlife by providing
ground cover, a hollow log or rock piles, dense
shrubs or a roosting box.

§ Provide places for wildlife to raise young such as
a water garden, a pond, or a nesting box.

§ Practice sustainable gardening such as mulching,
composting, or reducing your lawn area.

NWF's Certified Wildlife Habitat program helps you
plan your landscape with the needs of wildlife in
mind.
