Following is a summary of discussions/ 
  decisions by the Board from the ZOOM meeting on March 4th. 

 

§ Reports that Mountain Bluebirds have returned indicate spring migration 
has begun.  (Check the Vantage Highway, the Durr and Umptanum Roads 
for the bluebirds. Parks, ponds and trails, plus Reecer Creek and the Nane-
um area are nearby prospective spots in the lower county to search for addi-
tional early arrivals.) 

 

§ Judy Hallisey wrote a letter to Senator Warnick expressing thanks for 
sponsoring legislation to allocate $3.85 million for ñShrub-steppe Fire Re-
covery and Preparednessò.

§ Judy shared Audubon WA legislative updates, which lists the status of vari-
ous climate-related bills:  HB 1091, the Clean Fuels Standard; HB1099, the 
Growth management and Climate Change; Conservation in the Operating 
Budget; Conservation in the Capital Budget; and SB 5141, the HEAL Act, 
which deals with environmental justice.  (The three bills have been passed 
by the House Representatives and are now in the Senate.) 

 

§ Revised Kittitas Audubon By-Laws are ready for passage by the member-
ship.  (They were sent by email, and we hope all have voted.)
